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LESSON 1:
EMBROIDERY

RECAP:

Embroidery is the act of taking a design,
turning it into stitches and then producing
it on the garment with thread.

TRY THIS:

As for fabrics, try cozy knits and fleece
items for trendy, retail-quality pieces.

PRO TIP:

Charles River Apparel suggests using

a hooping system to take the guesswork
out of your embroidered design’s
placement. It will also help ensure you
get straight lines every time!
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LESSON 2:

SCREEN PRINTING

RECAP:

Screen printing is the act of forcing ink onto a
piece of apparel through a prepared screen of
fine material to create a picture or pattern.

TRY THIS:

Pick heathered fabrics - even single-color
designs will look amazing, thanks to the
multicolor fabric.

PRO TIP:

Charles River Apparel says to look out for dye
migration. Make sure you always use an underlay
beneath your design to prevent your ink and
fabric dye from mixing.
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LESSON 3:
HEAT TRANSFER

RECAP:

Heat transfer is like an iron-on sticker. Your client sends
over their artwork, which is produced upside-down and
backwards. Then, using heat and pressure, it is transferred
to their apparel item of choice.

TRY THIS:
Lightweight apparel or apparel with pockets are great
for heat transfer, as embroidery can weigh them down
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and pockets might limit screen printing space. =

PRO TIP:

Charles River Apparel recommends using a piece of
fleece or sweatshirt material over your design to help
dissipate heat and protect your garments.
